[bookmark: _Toc85493590]Was the battery used for university‑related business?
Yes → Continue to Step 2.
No → Do not bring the battery to campus. Contact your local recycling authority.
Is the battery rechargeable?
Yes → Continue to Step 3.
No → Dispose of the battery in regular trash.
Check the battery label
If the battery is labeled Ni‑Cd, Ni‑MH, or Li‑Ion, it must be recycled.
If the battery is alkaline, dispose of it in regular trash.
If you are uncertain, for battery identification help, visit sustainability.psu.edu/batteries or contact EHS at 814‑865‑6391.
How to Package Batteries for Mail‑Back Recycling 
1. Secure it
Place one battery into a bag or tape the battery terminals with clear tape.
Do not place more than one battery in a bag.
Seal it
Place the bagged or taped battery into the pre‑addressed mailing envelope.
Mail it
Deposit the envelope into campus mail addressed to Environmental Health and Safety. 
Batteries That Do Not Fit in a Mailer
Cover the battery terminals with clear packaging tape.
Contact EHS at 814‑865‑6391 or submit an online pickup request.	

Exceptions to the Battery Mailer Program
1. any broken, leaking or reacting batteries, and lead acid batteries. 

Do not send these through the battery mailer program, please submit a LionSafe disposal request for these items. Alkaline batteries are not collected for recycling – these can be thrown in the trash.
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
